CONSTITUTION OF POWFOOT GOLF CLUB
(Revised 12th December 1996)

1. The name of the Club shall be ‘Powfoot Golf Club’.

OBJECTS OF THE CLUB

2.
The Club is formed for the purpose of providing by leasing or purchase a Course or Links for playing the game of Golf and suitable Club House accommodation and facilities for its Members and for such other objects as may from time to time be approved at a General Meeting of the Club.  The Course and Club House shall be at Powfoot or such other place as is agreed by the Members.

3.
Application shall be made from time to time for renewal of Registration of the Club in terms of the Licensing (Scotland) Act 1976 and subsequent amending legislation thereof or other statues of similar effect for the time being in force and unless this Article shall have been previously rescinded or altered to the contrary, such alterations shall be made by the Club to the Constitution and Rules and in arrangements for the Management of the Club as may from time to time be necessary to secure such Registration.

MEMBERS

4.
The Club shall consist of Honorary, Ordinary, Junior and Temporary Members, who shall continue as such in terms of the Constitution and Rules for the time being in force.  The different classes of Ordinary Members shall be as defined in the Rules for the time being in force.  The obligations, powers, rights and privileges of the Ordinary Members, and of the Honorary, Junior and Temporary Members, shall respectively be as defined and provided by the Constitution and Rules for the time being in force.  Only persons who, in the opinion of the Committee, have given worthy and meritorious assistance directly or indirectly to the affairs or welfare of the Club or to the game of Golf, will be qualified for admission as Honorary Members.

5.
No person shall be admitted as an Honorary, Ordinary or Junior Member except by the Committee.  Each Candidate shall be nominated in writing by two Ordinary Members.  The Office Manager shall make and keep a permanent record of the name and address of every Candidate nominated, and shall for 15 days exhibit on the Notice Board in the Clubhouse (1) the name and address of each Candidate; (2) the capacity (Honorary, Ordinary or Junior) in which membership is desired; (3) the names of the two Members by whom the candidate was nominated.  There will be automatic acceptance of a candidate to whom no objection has been raised and the application will be added to the waiting list when it will in due course be processed by the Office Manager and the admission recorded at the next Committee Meeting.  In all other cases the application shall be considered at a Committee Meeting duly called by circular.  In the event of the Proposer and Seconder of any Candidate rejected by the Committee being dissatisfied with such rejection, it shall be competent for such Proposer and Seconder to demand reference to an Appeal Committee of the Club for a ruling and decision.

6.
Honorary Members of the Club may use the Club House and the course and other facilities without payment of subscription or green fees, but shall not be eligible for election of Office-Bearers or Members of the Committee, or be entitled to act or vote at any Meeting of the Club, except that an Honorary Member who is Past Captain may be appointed to an Appeal Committee of the Club.

7.
No person who is under eighteen years of age may be admitted as an Honorary or Ordinary Member of the Club. A Junior Member may, on attaining eighteen years of age become an Ordinary Member on commencement of payment of such entry money and annual subscription as may then be payable by an Ordinary Member on admission, subject to a deduction on the entry money of 25% for each year or part of a year that the person has been a Junior Member of the Club, up to a maximum discount of 75% and under deduction from the net sum so arrived at, of the amount of such Junior Member's initial subscription for the year then current as may already have been paid by him.

8.
A Junior Member of the Club who attains the age of eighteen years on or after 1st January after having paid the subscription appropriate to the Junior Member, may continue as a Junior Member of the Club until 31st December in that year and use the facilities of the club and compete in Junior Competitions but may not participate in Gentlemen's or Ladies' Competitions or Open Competitions run by the club except as provided for in the Rules for the time being in force.  A Junior Member shall not be able to act or vote or to attend any Meeting of the Club rather than a Meeting exclusively for Junior Members.

9.    Any Member may resign his Membership of the Club by giving written notice to that effect to the Office Manager, and such Member shall cease to be liable for his annual subscription as a Member of the Club as from and after 30th November first succeeding the date of his notice of resignation; but any Ordinary Member who resigns his Membership within twelve months prior to dissolution of the Club shall, notwithstanding his resignation, continue to be liable jointly with the remaining Ordinary Members for all debts and liabilities incurred by the Committee on his behalf.

10.
If it is represented, or appears to the Committee either that a Member has, after warning by or on behalf of the Committee, acted contrary to the Constitution and Rules of the Club, or to any byelaws made, or instructions issued by the Committee in terms thereof, or that the conduct of the Member while in the Club House or on the Course or elsewhere within the Club Premises, has been such as to be injurious to the character or interests of the club, they may request such Member to submit to a Meeting of the Committee specially summoned for that purpose, either a written or verbal explanation of his alleged offence or conduct, and in the event of such Member submitting no explanation or of his explanation appearing unsatisfactory to two-thirds of the Members of the Committee present at such specially summoned Meeting or any adjournment thereof, they may request him to resign his Membership of the Club.  If the Members refuses to comply with such request or fails to comply with such request within fourteen days, the Committee shall report the circumstances and their opinion to an Appeal Committee of the Club and shall request the Member to furnish an explanation in writing for submission to such Appeal Committee who shall after consideration give their ruling and decision.

11.
A Roll of the Honorary, Ordinary and Junior Members of the Club, showing the date of admission in each case shall be kept by the Office Manager.  Whenever a person ceases to be an Honorary, Ordinary or Junior Member of the Club, the date of such cessation shall be entered on the Roll of Members and the fact shall be reported by the Office Manager to the Committee and recorded in their Minutes.

12.
Any Member who has changed his address shall notify in writing his new address to the Office Manager.  Failing such notification all notices to the Member shall be deemed to have been properly made to him at his former address.

13.
All rules and byelaws made and instructions issued by the Committee shall be binding on every Member of the Club, and shall be deemed to have been sufficiently notified to Members by publication on the notice Board in the Club House.  Every Member of the Club including every junior and Temporary Member of the club is deemed to have read and agreed to comply with the Constitution, Rules, Regulations and Byelaws of the Club and on that basis only is entitled to the privileges of the Club.

OFFICE BEARERS

14.
The Office-Bearers shall be appointed from among the Ordinary Members and shall consist of a Captain ,Vice-Captain and Secretary/ Treasurer.  One person may not hold office as Captain and Vice-Captain at the same time.  The Office-Bearers shall at each Annual General Meeting of the Club be elected (by ballot in the event of a plurality of candidates) by and from among the Ordinary Members, and shall hold office until the next ensuing Annual General Meeting of the Club, when they shall retire but shall be eligible for re-election to any office.  In the event of a vacancy occurring among the Office-Bearers during a year, the Committee shall appoint a replacement Office Bearer.  Any Office-Bearer elected otherwise than at an Annual General Meeting, shall hold office until the first succeeding Annual General Meeting, when such Office-Bearer shall be eligible for re-election.  The Office Bearers elected at an Annual General Meeting may hold office in their respective Ladies' or Gentlemen's Sections of the Club as Office-Bearers or otherwise.

15.
The Captain, or in his absence the Vice-Captain, shall be Chairman of all General Meetings of the Club and of the Committee.  In the absence of both from any Meeting, a Chairman shall be chosen by the Meeting.  In the case of an equality of votes at any Meeting, the Chairman shall have a casting vote which he may use irrespective of whether he has previously given a deliberative vote.  The Office-Bearers shall be ex officio Members of the Committee, and each Captain of the Club shall be an ex officio Member of the Committee from the date of his retrial from the office of Captain until the next Annual General Meeting; but a Captain who has resigned without completing the full term of office as Captain, except on ground of ill-health or on other special personal grounds acceptable to the Committee, shall not ex officio be a Member of the Committee.

16. 
The Office Manger shall call, and attend, all Meetings of the Club Trustees and Committee, and, if required, Gentlemen's Committee and sub-Committees, and keep full and correct Minutes of the proceedings at such Meetings, conduct the correspondence of the Club and have or be responsible for the custody of the title deeds, books, documents and papers belonging to the Club.  The Office Manager shall keep correct accounts and books showing the financial affairs of the Club and his intromissions with the funds thereof and shall submit not later than 30th November such accounts and all necessary statements and information regarding the funds to the Club's Auditors.  The Office Manager shall generally discharge the duties devolving upon him under the Articles of the Constitution and Rules of the Club and such other duties as may from time to time be imposed upon him by the Committee.

COMMITTEE

17. The Committee of Management of the Club (the Committee) shall consist of the Ex-Officiis Members of the Club in terms of Article 15, the Captain and Vice-Captain of the Ladies and Gentlemen's Sections and six Ordinary Members elected  by the membership at the  Annual General Meeting .  

At each succeeding Annual General Meeting two Ordinary Members of the Committee shall retire per seniority and two new members be elected (by ballot in the event of plurality of Candidates) and shall hold Office for three years when they shall retire. When an Ordinary Member retires from the Committee having served a period of 3 years he/she may, if they so wish, make themselves available for re-election for further period of three years – the maximum continuous period of time allowed to be an Ordinary Member of the Committee shall therefore be six years.

  In the event of a casual vacancy occurring during the year among the ordinary Committee members or the Captain or Vice-Captain appointed at the Ladies' or Gentlemen's Annual Meetings, the Committee shall as appropriate appoint a replacement Ordinary Committee member from among the Ordinary members of the Club or shall instruct the Ladies' Committee, in consultation with the Committee, to appoint a replacement Lady Captain or Vice-Captain from among the Lady Ordinary Members or shall instruct the Gentlemen's Committee, in consultation with the Committee, to appoint a replacement Gentleman Captain or Vice-Captain from among the Gentlemen Ordinary Members to fill the vacancy on the Committee.  If at any Annual General Meeting a casual vacancy occurs in the Committee due to an Ordinary Committee Member having been elected an Office Bearer, or otherwise, a replacement Ordinary Committee Member shall be elected from among the Ordinary Members at the Annual General Meeting to fill the vacancy on the Committee.  An Ordinary Committee Member appointed to fill a casual vacancy shall hold office only until the next Annual General Meeting when he or she shall retire but he or she shall be eligible for re-election. A retiring Ordinary Committee Member shall not be eligible for re-election as such until the next year's Annual General Meeting but an Ordinary Committee Member may on retrial as such be elected an ex officio member.  The quorum of the Committee shall be five.

GENTLEMEN'S COMMITTEE

18.
There will be constituted a Gentlemen's Committee which shall consist of three Office-Bearers, viz: - (1) a Captain (2) a Vice-Captain and (3) a Match Secretary; with three other Members. An Annual Meeting (the Gentlemen's Annual Meeting) of the Gentlemen Ordinary Members of the Club shall be held in November of each year at a place and on a date to be fixed by the Gentlemen's Committee. Every such Meeting shall be called by Notices either (a) published in the Annandale Observer and exhibited on the Notice Boards in the Clubhouse or (b) sent to each Gentlemen Ordinary Member by post, at his last known address, at least six days prior to the date of the Meeting. The quorum of the Gentlemen's Annual Meeting shall be 15 and every such Meeting may be adjourned to a time and place specified in the Minutes. The Office-Bearers shall retire at each Gentlemen's Annual Meeting but shall be eligible for re-election and any Gentleman may be elected to more than one office except that one Gentleman may not hold office as Captain and Vice Captain at the same time. Of the three other Members of the Gentlemen's Committee elected at the Gentlemen's Annual Meeting one shall retire at the Gentlemen's Annual Meeting per seniority. At each succeeding Gentlemen's Annual Meeting one Gentlemen Ordinary Member shall be elected to the Gentlemen's Committee (by ballot in the event of a plurality of Candidates) and shall hold office for three years when he shall retire. In the event of a casual vacancy occurring in the offices of Captain and Vice Captain will be appointed in terms, of Article 17. In the event of a casual vacancy occurring in the office of Match Secretary or among  the Ordinary Members of the Gentlemen's Committee during the year or at a Gentlemen's Annual Meeting due to a Member having been elected an Office Bearer, or otherwise, the Gentlemen's Committee shall appoint a replacement Match Secretary or Member from among the Gentlemen Ordinary Members and the replacement Member shall hold office until the next Gentlemen's Annual Meeting when he shall retire but shall be eligible for re-election provided that he has not been on the Gentlemen's Committee for twelve months prior to filling the casual vacancy.  A retiring member of the Gentlemen's Committee shall not be eligible for re-election as such until the next year's Gentlemen's Annual Meeting but any retiring Member may be re-elected as an Office Bearer of the Gentlemen's Committee and any retiring Office Bearer may be re-elected as an Ordinary Member of the Gentlemen's Committee.  The quorum of the Gentlemen's Committee shall be three.  The Gentlemen's Captain or in his absence the Gentlemen's Vice-Captain shall be Chairman of all Gentlemen's Committee Meetings and, in the absence of both, a Chairman shall be chosen by the Meeting.  The Office Manager shall , if required, act as Secretary to the Gentlemen's Committee.  Office-Bearers and Members of the Gentlemen's Committee shall take up Office with effect from the date of the Annual General Meeting of the Gentlemen’s Section.
LADIE'S COMMITTEE

19. 
The Ladies' Committee shall consist of five Office-Bearers, viz:- (1) a Captain (2) a Vice-Captain (3) a Secretary (4) a Match Secretary and (5) a L.G.U. Handicap Secretary; with (a) the previous Captain and (b) six other Members.  An Annual Meeting (the Ladies' Annual Meeting) of the Lady Ordinary Members of the Club shall be held in November of each year at a place and on a date to be fixed by the Ladies' Committee.  Every such meeting shall be called by Notices either (a) published in the Annandale Observer and exhibited on the Notice Boards in the Clubhouse or (b) sent to each Lady Ordinary Member by post, at her last known address, at least six days prior to the date of the meeting.  The quorum of the Ladies' Annual Meeting shall be 15 and every such Meeting may be adjourned to a time and place specified in the Minutes.  The Office-Bearers shall retire at each Ladies' Annual Meeting, but shall be eligible for re-election and any Lady may be elected to more than one office except that one Lady may not hold office as Captain and Vice-Captain at the same time.  At each Ladies' Annual Meeting two Members of the Ladies Committee shall be elected (by ballot in the event of a plurality of Candidates) and shall hold office for three years when they shall retire.  In the event of a casual vacancy occurring during the year in the Offices of Captain or Vice-Captain of the Ladies' Committee, a replacement Captain or Vice-Captain will be appointed in terms of Article 14.  In the event of a casual vacancy occurring among the Office Bearers, other than the Captain or the Vice-Captain, or the Ordinary Members of the Ladies' Committee during the year or at a Ladies' Annual Meeting due to a Member having been elected an Office Bearer, or otherwise, the Ladies' Committee shall appoint a replacement Office Bearer or Member from among the Lady Ordinary Members.  An Ordinary Member of the Ladies' Committee appointed to fill a casual vacancy shall hold office only until the next Ladies' Annual Meeting when she shall retire but shall be eligible for re-election provided she has not been on the Ladies' Committee for twelve months prior to filling the casual vacancy.  A retiring member of the Ladies' Committee shall not be eligible for re-election as such until the next year's Ladies' Annual Meeting, but any retiring Member may be re-elected as an Office Bearer of the Ladies' Committee and any retiring Office Bearer may be re-elected as an Ordinary Member of the Ladies' Committee.  The quorum of the Ladies Committee shall be five.  The Ladies' Captain or in her absence the Ladies' Vice-Captain shall be Chairman of all Ladies' Committee Meetings, and, in the absence of both, a Chairman shall be chosen by the Meeting.  Office-Bearers and members of the Ladies' Committee including the previous Captain shall take up office with effect from the date of the immediately following Annual General Meeting of the Club.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COMMITTEE

20.
Subject to any Articles of Constitution and Rules and Resolutions of General Meetings of the Club to the contrary the entire management of the affairs of the Club shall be vested in the Committee who, without prejudice to the foregoing general powers may:

(a)
Purchase or acquire for the Club such property and rights and privileges heritable and moveable, as they shall consider necessary for the Club, and sell, transfer, dispose of any such property and rights and privileges as may, in their opinion, have become unnecessary for the purposes of the Club.

(b)
Borrow funds on the security of heritable or other property of the Club and grant Standard Securities and Floating Charges or Security/ Loan Deeds relative thereto.

(c)
Arrange on behalf of the Club with the Bank with which the Club's Bank Accounts are kept, for such overdraft on a Club's Bank Account as they shall from time to time consider necessary for the purposes of the Club.

(d)
Borrow from the Members of the Club or Others on bond, debenture, or such other form of receipt, and on such terms as they may determine such sums as they shall consider necessary for the purposes of the Club; and such bonds, debentures or other receipts for sums so borrowed may be signed on behalf of the Committee by (a) the Captain or the Vice-Captain and (b) the Office Manager.

(e)
Institute, conduct, defend, compound or abandon any legal proceedings by or against the Club or any of its Officers or Employees or otherwise concerning the affairs of the Club.

(f)
Pay the Secretary, Match Secretary and LGU Handicap Secretary of the Ladies' Section and the Match Secretary of the Gentlemen's Section and the Junior Convenor such remuneration and honoraria as they may fix from time to time.

(g)
 Appoint on such terms and conditions as they determine a Club Manager whose duties and responsibilities will include the duties and responsibilities of a Secretary and Treasurer of the Club.

(h)
Appoint Sub-Committees with specified powers, which Sub-Committees shall report their proceedings to the Committee.

(i)
Make, vary and rescind Rules and Byelaws and issue instructions in regard to (i)
playing the game of Golf on the Course of the Club, (ii) such temporary arrangements in regard to the use of the Course and Clubhouse and other facilities by Members and Others as they shall at any time consider proper, (iii) the admission of Temporary Members and Visitors and (iv) generally the regulation of the affairs of the Club.

(j)
Appoint a Junior Convenor who shall present a report in respect of the Junior Members at each meeting of the Committee.

21.
Meetings of the Committee shall be held at least once every three months at such times and 

places as the Committee may fix and the Office  Manager shall be bound to call a Meeting of the Committee at any time on the instructions of the Captain or Vice-Captain or any three Members of the Committee.  Every Meeting of the Committee shall be called by circular issued to the Committee Members at least seventy-two hours prior to the time of the Meeting; but in case of emergency, to be recorded in the Minutes, a Meeting may be called on shorter Notice

RESPONSIBILITIES OF GENTLEMEN’S AND LADIE’S COMMITTEES

22.
Subject to the Constitution and Rules and the Resolutions of a General Meeting of the Club;

(a) the Gentlemen's Committee shall or may: - 


(i)  Arrange for such Competitions or Matches on the Course limited to Gentlemen as the 


     Committee may approve; and


(ii) Make such other arrangements in the interest of the Gentlemen Members of the Club as 


      may be approved by the Committee,

and

(b) the Ladies' Committee shall or may: -


(i)  Arrange for such Competitions or Matches on the Course limited to Ladies as the 

            Committee of the Club may approve; and



(ii) Make such other arrangements in the interest of the lady Members of the Club as may be 

            approved by the Committee of the club.
 


(iii)Hold and operate a Bank account to be known as "Powfoot Golf Club (Ladies Section)" 


      and hold funds all for the sole benefit and interest of the Lady Members of the Club on 


      such terms and conditions as may from time to time be laid down by the Committee of the 


      Club.  In the event that such a Bank Account or such funds are held, the Ladies' 
    

             Committee shall submit Accounts annually for audit by the Office Manager and for 


      inclusion in the Annual Accounts of the Club.


and

(c)  the Gentlemen's Committee and the Ladies' Committee shall or may: - 


(i)  Arrange for such Ladies and Gentlemen Mixed Matches and Competitions as the 


     Committee of the Club may approve

ENTRANCE MONEY AND SUBSCRIPTIONS

23.  The entrance money payable by Ordinary Members shall be such as may from time to time be fixed by the Committee.

24.  Until otherwise determined by the Committee no entrance money shall be payable by Honorary or Junior Members.

25.  The Annual Subscriptions payable by Ordinary and Junior Members shall be fixed by the Committee.  In the event that the Committee propose increases for the annual subscription exceeding the rate of inflation plus one percent, the Committee shall call a Special General Meeting of the Club to convene prior to or on the last Friday of October to fix the annual subscriptions, and at which meeting the Committee shall present its budget, and recommend subscriptions for the following year.  The subscription payable for each class of Members shall be the same for Gentlemen and Ladies.  The Committee shall have power to provide for reduced subscriptions being payable by different classes of Ordinary Members.  The different classes of Ordinary Members shall be as defined in the Rules for the time being in force.

27.  Unless otherwise provided for in the Rules for the time being in force, Members admitted after the first day of July in any year shall be called to pay one-half only of the annual subscription which would otherwise by payable by them for that year.

28.  On the admission of Honorary, Ordinary or Junior Members of the Club, the Office Manager shall intimate his admission to him and transmit to him a copy of the Constitution and Rules, and request payment of such extra money and annual subscription as may then be payable.  A newly admitted Member shall not be permitted to enjoy any of the privileges of Membership of the Club until such entrance money and annual subscription have been paid in terms of the Rules for the time being in force. If the amount of such entrance money and annual subscription is not paid in terms of the Rules for the time being in force, the election of such newly admitted Members shall be void.

29.  Subscriptions shall be due and payable on or before the 30th November annually for the succeeding year but the Committee shall have power on the application of any Member before that date to accept payment by such instalments with any additions as they may from time to time decide.  If any Member fails to pay his annual subscription or any agreed instalment thereof on the due date he shall not enjoy the privileges of Membership until the amount has been paid.  If the subscription still remains unpaid on 31st December or if any agreed instalment remains unpaid one month after the date the instalment fell due the person shall cease to be a Member of the Club but shall be liable to be called upon to pay the annual subscription or the unpaid portion of the annual subscription for the year then current.  Anyone who ceases to be an Ordinary Member of the Club within twelve months prior to the dissolution of the Club shall, notwithstanding such cessation, continue to be liable jointly with the remaining Ordinary Members for all debts and liabilities incurred by the Club or by the Committee on his behalf.

GENERAL MEETINGS

30.  An Annual General Meeting of the Ordinary Members of the Club shall be held on a Friday during February and at such place and time as may be fixed by the Committee.  There shall be submitted to the Meeting for approval an Account of the intromissions with the funds of the Club, the Auditors' Report and a Report by the Committee, all for the year ending on Thirty-first October preceding.  Any other competent business relative to the affairs of the Club may be transacted at the Annual General Meeting, provided specific intimation thereof has been given in the Notice calling the Meeting.  An Ordinary Member wishing to submit to the Annual General Meeting a Motion relative to the affairs of the Club, including any amendments to the Constitution or Rules, shall give specific intimation thereof in writing to the Office Manager not later than 31st December and the Club Manager shall in the Notice calling the Meeting give intimation of any such Motion so intimated to him in addition to the other business failing to be transacted at the Meeting.  An Ordinary Member may bring forward at the Annual General Meeting or at any Special General Meeting without prior notice any matter relating to the affairs of the Club or of general interest to the Members but no Motion on any such matter will be competent other than a Motion remitting the matter to the Committee for consideration and decision.

Nominations for Office-Bearers and Committee shall be proposed and seconded by Members and signed by the Nominee to signify acceptance of Nomination and delivered to the Office Manager not later than 31st December for display on the Club House Notice Board and the Office Manager shall in the notice calling the Annual General Meeting give full details of all nominations.  In the event of there being insufficient nominations to fill vacancies the Captain or Chairman of the Annual General Meeting may call for Nominations at the Meeting.

31.  The Committee may at any time instruct the Office Manager to call a Special General Meeting of the club and they shall be bound to instruct him to call such a Meeting as soon as reasonably practicable after receipt of a requisition to that effect signed by at least fifty Ordinary Members of the Club.  Every Special General Meeting shall be held at such place and time as may be fixed by the Committee.  The precise business to be brought before every Special General Meeting shall be intimated in the notice calling the Meeting and no other business may be transacted or considered except as provided in Article 30 hereof.

32.  The Annual General Meeting and every Special General Meeting shall be called by notices either (a) published in the Annandale Observer and exhibited on the Notice Boards in the Club House or (b) sent to each Ordinary Member by post, at his last known address, at least six days prior to the date of the Meeting.  Thirty Members shall form a Quorum at all General Meetings.  Every such Meeting may be adjourned to a time and place specified in the minutes.  At the Annual General Meeting and every Special General Meeting each Ordinary Member present shall be entitled to vote.

32(a) Motions to be discussed and voted on at the Gents, Ladies and Junior Annual General Meetings (as appropriate) must be submitted in writing to the Captain of the relevant section at least 14 days prior to the date of the relevant Annual General Meeting and be displayed in a prominent position on all relevant notice boards within the Club.
TEMPORARY MEMBERS

33.  Ladies and Gentlemen who are bona fide Golfers temporarily resident in or visiting the neighbourhood may be admitted by the Committee as Temporary Members of the Club for such periods less than a year an on such terms as may be fixed from time to time by the Committee.  Temporary Members who are under eighteen years of age shall not be admitted to any part of the Club House set apart for the exclusive use of other Members.  No person shall be admitted as a Temporary member unless he intends to play on the Course and no alcoholic liquor shall be supplied on the order or at the cost of, or to any Temporary member who has not played on the Course.  A Temporary Member shall not be eligible for election as an Office-Bearer or as a Member of a Committee or be entitled to act or vote at or to attend any Meeting of the Club.
VISITORS

34.  Subject to such terms and rules as may be determined from time to time by the Committee, any person may be introduced as a Visitor to the facilities of the Clubhouse for one day by an Ordinary or Honorary Member of the Club.

PROPERTY AND LIABILITIES

35.  Subject to the Constitution and Rules of the Club and the rights and powers thereby vested in the Committee and Trustees, the whole heritable and moveable property of the Club shall belong equally to the Ordinary Members of the Club for the time being, but the rights and interests of every such Member shall not be assignable or arrestable, and shall expire on his ceasing to be an Ordinary Member of the Club.

36.
All the Ordinary Members of the Club for the time being and those otherwise liable under the Articles of the Constitution shall be liable jointly for the whole debts and liabilities incurred by the Club or by the Committee on their behalf, including all moneys borrowed in terms of sub-sections (b), (c) and (d) of Article 20.

TRUSTEES

37
The whole property of the Club both heritable and moveable at present belonging to or which may hereafter belong to the Club shall be vested in the Ladies' and Gentlemen's Captains and Vice-Captains of the Ladie’s and Gentlemen’s Sections for the time being as Trustees for and on behalf of the Club.

INCURRING & PAYMENT OF EXPENDITURE

38
No expenditure shall be incurred on behalf of the Club except in terms of a Resolution of the Club or of the Committee or of authority expressly delegated by the Committee.

39
No payment from the funds of the Club, other than the periodical payments of rent, rates, taxes, insurance, interest on borrowed money, and duly authorised salaries and wages, shall be made except in pursuance of a Resolution of the Committee at a duly constituted Meeting.   In cases of emergency, where the interests of the Club might suffer through delay, expenditure may be incurred and payments made on the authority of the Captain (or in his absence, the Vice Captain) and one other Member of the Committee, or in their absence on the authority of three Members of the Committee.
   

BANK ACCOUNT

40
An Account or Accounts in the name of the Club shall be kept with a Bank as may from time to time be fixed by the Committee and all surplus sums received for behalf of the Club shall be paid to the credit of such Accounts.  All payments form the funds of the Club shall be made by methods duly recommended by the Bank on these Accounts, each item (other than wages) exceeding a sum to be fixed annually by the Committee being separately recorded in the records of the Club, and all payments for items listed in Article 39 and other payments under £1,000 per month with a maximum per item of £500 shall be authorised by the Office Manager or if he is not available by the Captain or Vice-Captain only.
AUDITORS

41 At each Annual General Meeting of the Club a Firm/ Company of Accountants shall be appointed to undertake a Financial Inspection of the Club Accounts for the current financial year.

 The Office shall provide all necessary information and documentation and access thereto for the Auditors no later than 30th November.  The Auditors and the Office Manager shall arrange for the Inspected Accounts and Report thereon to be returned prior to a January Meeting of the Committee.  If the Auditors decline to act or, in the opinion of the Committee is incapacitated from acting, the Committee shall appoint another Firm/ Company of Accountants.

COMPLAINTS AND SUGGESTIONS

42.  All complaints and suggestions regarding the affairs of the Club must be made in writing and addressed to the Office Manager or, if concerning the Office Manager, to the Captain.

AUTHORITY FOR SPECIAL PURPOSES

43.  It shall not be competent to (a) dissolve the Club, (b) sell, feu, excamb, lease, assign, transfer or otherwise dispose of the heritable property and rights and privileges of the Club or any part thereof, (c) abandon or give up the lease of the Course or Club House, (d) acquire, take on Lease or form a new Course, (e) erect a new Club House or make major structural alterations on or additions to or replacements of the present Club House or relocate the Club House, (f) borrow or spend Club reserve funds in any financial year on a single item of expenditure not included in the Club's annual budget the sum in excess of a basic sum of £50,000 as at the date of the 1998 Annual General Meeting increasing thereafter index linked to inflation (g) rescind, suspend, alter, or add to the Articles of the Constitution of the Club, except at a Special General Meeting of the Club called to consider a Motion to that effect or at an Annual General Meeting of the Club.  The circular or notice or advertisement calling a Special General Meeting or Annual General Meeting for such purpose shall specify the precise terms of such Motion and such Motion shall  not be declared, carried or receive effect unless such Motion is supported by not less than two-thirds of the Ordinary Members present at the Meeting and voting.

DISSOLUTION

44.  In the event of a Motion to dissolve the Club being carried, the Committee shall realise the whole property and undertaking of the Club and then settle from the proceeds, so far as they can, the debts and liabilities of the Club.  Any surplus shall be divided equally among such of the Ordinary Members surviving at the date of the Resolution to dissolve the Club as were Ordinary Members at date of commencement of the current financial year; and such Ordinary Members who qualify to share a surplus along with the Ordinary Members who are liable under the Articles of the Constitution shall be equally liable for any deficiency.

APPEAL COMMITTEE

45. (a) All disputes and differences which may arise as to the meaning, intent or construction of the Articles of the Constitution and Rules or the implementation thereof or on the relevancy or competency of Motions for the consideration of General Meetings and any referrals for decisions in terms of the Articles of the Constitution and Rules any questions in relation to the Club or its dissolution and winding up whether during the existence of the Club or after its termination shall be referred to an Appeal Committee consisting of a Panel of five chosen from Past Captains of the Club, either all chosen by the Committee or, at the request of the Appellant, three of whom are chosen by the Committee and two of whom are chosen by the Appellant; and the ruling and decision of such Appeal Committee shall be final and binding on all concerned.  The application of Section 3 of the Administration of Justice (Scotland) Act 1972 is expressly excluded.

(b) Without prejudice to the specific Articles of the Constitution and Rules of the Club, the Appeal Committee shall be further vested with an ultimate equitable jurisdiction (exercisable at the instance of the Committee only) to pronounce a fair and just solution on any matter or issue where required in the best interest of the Club.

INTERPRETATION

46. Through the Articles of the Constitution and the Rules unless the contrary intention appears (a) words importing the masculine gender shall include the female gender, (b) words in the singular shall include the plural and words in the plural shall include the singular, and (c) the expressions 'the Club' shall mean the whole Honorary, Ordinary, Junior and Temporary Members of the Club for the time being and 'the Committee' shall mean the committee of Management of the Club and 'the Captain' shall mean the Committee of Management of the Club and 'the Captain' shall mean the Club Captain and 'the Vice-Captain' shall mean the Club Vice-Captain.

RULES OF POWFOOT GOLF CLUB

(A) GOLF COURSE

1.  Rules of the Game

The rules of the game will be those of R. & A. Rules Ltd., modified and supplemented by such local rules as the Committee may decide from time to time.

Players are required to make themselves acquainted with emergency local rules, which are exhibited from time to time on the Notice Boards.

2.  Handicapping Scheme and Course Measurement

The Handicapping Scheme and Course Measurement will be in accordance with The Council of National Golf Unions (CONGU) Handicapping System of 1/2/04. 

3.  Membership and Fixture List

On payment of the Annual Subscription each Playing Member shall receive a Golf Bag Disc for the year and a Fixture List when finalised.  Club fixtures for the year will be arranged by the committee who shall have power to arrange any other Club Competitions in the course of the year and notice of such shall be posted in the Clubhouse.  All members must display their Bag Plaque, with the disc for the current season attached, to their golf equipment.  Lost or broken plaques/ discs should be reported to the Office Manager who will supply replacement.

4.  Practice Ground and Putting Greens

Only Members, their guests and Authorised Visitors may use the practice grounds and practice putting greens.  Non-Members may not remain on the practice greens and practice grounds after the completion of a golf lesson.  All golfers must observe the regulations made by the Management Committee for the proper use of the practice grounds and the putting greens.  Practice on the golf course exceptional to normal play is prohibited.  The practice grounds will be played on with irons only in the direction of the practice greens.  The practice ground between the 17th and 18th holes must not be used while Medal or Open Competitions are being played, or when a notice to this effect is displayed.

4a.
Driving Range

This facility is available to members and visitors on payment of the appropriate fee. Players must play off the designated mat and within the bay area. Balls played from the Driving Range are not recoverable.

To allow for essential maintenance a “Driving Range Closed” Notice will be displayed and members and visitors are asked to observe this courtesy.

5.  Etiquette

Etiquette will be that as laid down by R. & A. Rules Ltd.  Players must give due consideration and courtesy to other Players and Greenkeeping Staff at all times. It is a groups’ responsibility to keep up with the group in front.  If it loses a clear hole and it is delaying the group behind, it should invite the group behind to play through, irrespective of the number of players in the group.  Where a group has not lost a clear hole but it is apparent that the group behind can play faster, it should invite the faster moving group to play through. Sharing of golf clubs when playing on the course is not permitted.  Golfers must be properly and decently attired at all times.  Litter must be deposited in the litter baskets provided.  Turf must be replaced, plug marks on greens must be repaired and sand in bunkers raked on all occasions.  Rakes must be placed in bunkers with the handle resting on the edge of the bunker furthest from the green.

In order to avoid damaging the hole, players and caddies should not stand too close to the hole and should take care during the handling of the flagstick and the removal of the ball from the hole.  The head of a club should not be used to remove a ball from the hole.

 Play on reseeded ground is not permitted and relief must be taken through the green by dropping the ball as near as possible to the seeded area but not nearer the hole. Relief may be taken if a ball comes to rest on an aeration hole through the green by dropping the ball as near as possible to where it lay but not nearer the hole, and on the green the ball may be placed off the aeration hole at the nearest spot not nearer the hole. All winter greens when not in use are ground under repair from which play is prohibited.

6.  Gentlemen's Section

(a) Strokeplay competitions

Strokeplay competitions will be held on Wednesday and Saturdays.  A member must enter his own name in the section of the Draw Sheet appropriate to the time he wishes to start.  The draw will be made of the names in each section and posted on the notice board two days before the Competition.  Full handicap allowance will be used in all Competitions except where expressly stated.  For full conditions see the Notice Board.

Draws - Wednesday: 7:30am - 10:00am, 12:00am - 1:00pm, 4:30pm - 6:00pm

              Saturdays: 7:30am - 10:00am, 12:00am - 2:00pm, 4:00pm - 4:30pm, and 5:00pm to 

                                6:00pm

Evening draws will be as posted on the Notice Board.

(b) Winter Competitions

Winter Competitions will be held at the discretion of the Committee over a shortened course if necessary to allow work to be carried out or to protect the course.

Draws - Saturday: 8.00am - 9:30am, 11:30am onwards

No draw or tee reservation will be used.

(c) Club Championship

The 15 players having the lowest aggregate gross score in the 36 hole Tam O'Shanter Cup Competition will be eligible to compete with the present Champion for the Club Championship.  In the event of a tie for 15th place there will be a sudden death play-off at the end of the Competition.  Play in the Club Championship will be Match Play, played over 18 holes from the Medal Markers with the final being over 36 holes.  Matches will be played to a finish.  In the draw for the match play, seeding will be at the discretion of the Match Secretary.

(d) Seniors' Championship

Gentlemen Members ages 50 and over as at the date of the J.M. Wells Cup in the qualifying year will be eligible to qualify for the Senior Gentlemen's Championship.

The 15 players having the lowest gross score in the J.M. Wells Cup will be eligible to compete with the present Senior Champion in the Senior Gentlemen's Championship.  In the event of a tie for 15th place, the 15th qualifier will be decided on count-back.  Play in the Seniors' Championship will be match play, played over 18 holes from the Medal Markers with the final being over 18 holes.  Matches will be played to a finish.  In the draw for the match play, seeding will be at the discretion of the Match Secretary.

(e) Entry Money

Entry money for Club Competitions will be as fixed by the Gentlemen's Committee and there will be optional entry for Magic 2's and Sweep.  Entry for other Competitions will be displayed on entry sheets or on the Notice Board.

Prizes for Holes in 1 achieved in official Club Stroke-Play Competitions will be paid out by the Club's Insurance.

7.  Ladies Section

(a) Competitions

Draw times will be: 8:50am and 9:32am; 1:15pm, 5.00pm and 5:30pm.  

For the first draw of the day there must be a minimum of 3 players present. Silver Division has priority for all competitions marked (S) in the Fixture List. Mixed Draws are marked (MD).The times of the evening draws for the early part and the latter part of the season will be as listed in the Fixture List.  

(b) Winter Competitions

Sweepstakes and Eclectic Competitions will be held on Tuesdays and Saturdays over 13 holes with mixed “running” draws as follows:

Tuesdays
9.30am to 9.45am




12.45pm to 1.00pm

Saturdays
10.00am (Must play in 3 Balls) 

(c) Championship(Scratch)

The 7 players (those tying for 7th place are required to play a sudden death play-off as soon as possible) having the lowest gross aggregate of two cards returned in the April and May Medals and the ROM Cup will be eligible to compete with the current Ladies Champion in the Ladies Championship.  Play will be match play over 18 holes with a 36 hole Final, each match played to a finish.

(d) Seniors Championship

Lady Members aged 60 or over on 1st January in the qualifying year will be eligible to qualify for the Senior Ladies Championship. The 7 players (those tying for 7th place are required to play a sudden death play-off as soon as possible) having the lowest gross aggregate of two cards returned in the Spring Handicap and Kinmount Cup will be eligible to compete with the current Senior Ladies' Champion in the Senior Ladies' Championship.  Play will be match play over 18 holes with an 18 hole final, each match played to a finish.

(e) Handicap Championship

The 7 players (those tying for 7th place are required to play a sudden death play-off as soon as possible) having the lowest gross aggregate of two cards returned in the April and May Medals and the ROM Cup will be eligible to compete with the Ladies Handicap Champion in the Ladies Handicap Championship.  Play will be match play over 18 holes with an 18 hole final; each match will be played to a finish.

 OTHER SECTIONS

8(a) Junior Section

Junior Competitions will be held every Saturday after the Gentlemen's Competition except when the Course is closed for Open Competitions.  Juniors will be permitted to compete in Gentlemen's or Ladies' or Mixed Competitions or Open Competitions run by the respective Ladies' and Gentlemen's Committees from time to time although Juniors cannot enter or accept sweep monies.

 (b) Juniors' Championship

The 7 players having the lowest gross score in the May Medal will be eligible to compete with the current Junior Champion (provided he/she is still a Junior Member) in the Juniors' Championship. In the event of a tie for 7th place, the 7th qualifier will be decided on count back. If the current Junior Champion is no longer a Junior Member, the 8 players having the lowest gross score in the May Medal will be eligible to compete in the Juniors' Championship. In the event of a tie for 8th place, the 8th qualifier will be decided on count back.

Play in the Juniors' Championship will be match play, played over 18 holes from the medal markers with the final being over 36 holes. Matches will be played to a finish.

(c) Otters, Chapelcross and other Sections

The Otters’ monthly medals and matches (home & away) are shown in the Fixture List.   Other Golf Sections also play their golf at Powfoot.  No tee reservations are made for those Sections although notice should be given to the Office Manager as to dates, times and numbers playing.

9.
Special Rules
(a) Priority on the Course 

The Ladies' and Gentlemen's Captains have the privilege of taking the first tee at any time without waiting and to introduce a guest free of charge.

(b) Weekdays

Visitors may book the 1st Tee or play on the course from 9:00am to 11:00am and 1:00pm to 3:30pm on Weekdays.

(c) Saturdays and Sundays

Visitors may book the 1st Tee or play the course from:

Saturdays 11:00am until 11:32am 

Saturdays 2:30pm until 3:30pm 

Sundays 10:30am until 11:15am 

Sundays 1.00pm until 3.30pm 

Note that Saturday morning tee times are only available if there is no medal or club competition taking place.

(d) Discretionary Times for Visitors

Visitors will be allowed to play during times normally reserved for Members at the discretion of the  Office Manager  provided that there is no inconvenience to Members and the course is quiet.

(e) Club Competitions

When there is a Ladies' or Gentlemen's Club Competition, the 1st Tee is reserved for 20 minutes before the time stated for each draw until the Competitors who have entered have all commenced play at their permitted times. In Mixed Competitions, Competitors may be required to start at the 1st, 9th, 13th and 17th Tees. When there is a Club Match or Competition  those playing in the Competition shall have precedence on the Course but this rule does not apply to the knockout Competitions.

(f) Open Competitions

When there is an Open Competition being played, the whole Course is reserved for the Competitors, but Non-competing Members will be permitted to play behind the last of the Open Competitors provided that they leave one full hole free behind the last of the Open Competitors at all times throughout the round, and Non-Members may not play without permission from the Committee Member in charge of the Competition.

(g) Competition Limited to Ladies or Gentlemen

If it shall, in the opinion of the Committee, become necessary the Committee may close the Course for play except to the Competitors playing in the Competitions, which are limited to Ladies or Gentlemen.

(h) Non Appearance

Anyone failing to turn up for their starting time, without notifying the  Office prior to their starting time, will be required to pay the entry fee for that Competition before entering the next Competitions.

1st Offence - Medal Fee Due

2nd Offence - Double Medal Fee Due

3rd Offence - Treble Medal Fee Due

Non-payment of fees means non-participation.

(i) Bad Weather

In the event of bad weather forcing the suspension of play, a hooter will be sounded once, at which time a Competitor may mark his ball where it lies, or complete the hole in play.  If an improvement in the weather should allow the resumption of play, the hooter will be sounded twice.

(j) Closure of Course

The Office Manager and Course Supervisors have the authority of the Committee to close the course in the event of bad weather.

(B) CLUBHOUSE

10. Clubhouse Opening

The Clubhouse shall be opened for the reception of members at 7:00am and shall be closed at 11:00pm from April to October and from dawn till dusk November to March inclusive, or at such time and days as the Committee determine from time to time.

11.  Sale and Supply of Alcoholic Liquor

(a) The sale of alcoholic liquor is at all times governed by the current Licensing (Scotland) Acts and regulations displayed in the Clubhouse.

(b) No Office Bearer or Member of the Committee or the Office Manager or Employee of the Club is permitted to have any personal or business or financial interest in the supply or sale of alcoholic liquor in the Club premises.

(c) No alcoholic liquor shall be sold or supplied in the Club premises for consumption off the premises.

(d) Alcoholic liquor shall not be sold or supplied in the Club premises to any person under the age of 18.  No person under the age of 18 is permitted to play a Gaming Machine in the Club premises.

(e) A Guest shall not be supplied with alcoholic liquor unless at the invitation and in the company of a Member and shall remain in the Club premises as long as the Member introducing the Guest is there.

(f) Gaming Machines
Gaming Machines within the Club premises are operated under the Gambling Commission's Gaming Machine Permits Code of Practice under section 24 Gambling Act 2005. Use of Gaming machines is restricted to persons age 18 or over.  Any Gaming machine must be located so that it can be supervised by staff whose duties include supervision of gaming. (Bar Steward - Office Manager - Member of the Committee).
12. Members' Guests

A Member inviting a Guest on to the Club premises shall enter his own name and address of the Guest in the Visitors' Book which shall be kept for this purpose and which must show the date of the visit.  Members are responsible for the conduct of their Guests.

13. Visitors

A Visitor shall not be supplied with alcoholic liquor in the Club premises unless on the invitation and in the company of a Member and that Member shall upon the admission of such Visitors to the Club premises or immediately upon his being supplied with such alcoholic liquor enter his own name and the name and address of the Visitor in a book which shall be kept for the purpose and which shall allow the date of each visit.

Visiting Golfers who have purchased a Green Fee Ticket and who are Members of other registered Golf Clubs may use the bar facilities.  Those Visitors who are not Members of registered Golf Clubs are permitted to enter the Clubhouse, but may not purchase alcoholic refreshments.  In all cases Visitors must enter their names and addresses in the Visitors' Book and Registered Golfers must indicate the name of the Club with which they are registered.  Visitors may remain in the Clubhouse only for such reasonable times as will allow them to partake of suitable refreshment.  Visitors may have the privilege of playing over the Course subject to the conditions laid down by the Committee and, after purchasing the Green Fee Ticket for that day, may be permitted to enter the Clubhouse.  The Green Fee Ticket should be displayed in a prominent position on the Visitor's golf equipment and should be retained for exhibition if requested by a Club Official should the Visitor intend to re-enter the Clubhouse.  Only Golfers who have a Registered Golf Club or a genuine Society Handicap Certificate or a Letter of Introduction from a Registered Golf Club will be permitted to play on exhibition of such Handicap Certificate to and at the discretion of the Office Manager or a Member of the Committee.

Rules regarding the conduct of Visitors may be printed on the reverse of the Visitor's Admission Ticket.  Visitors granted the privileges of the Clubhouse and Golf Course are obliged to comply with the Rules and Regulations of the Club.  Any serious breach may result in his immediate expulsion from the Club by a Member or Official/ Employee of the Club.

(C) GENERAL

14. Classes of Member

The Members of the Club shall consist of the following classes:-

(a) Ordinary Members

Gentlemen or Lady Members aged 18 or over.  Ordinary Members are subdivided into the following categories:-

(i) Full Members - Those Members not falling into categories (ii), (iii), (iv) or (v) below

(ii) Senior Members - Persons who are aged 65 or over on 1st January of the qualifying year and who have been Full Members for a period of 10 years – the 10 year period to be continuous years leading into the qualifying year.

(iii) Country Members - Persons who live at least 50 road miles from the Club and who do not maintain a caravan or temporary residence within 50 road miles of the Club.

(iv) Full Time Students - Persons who are in full time education and aged between 18 and 23 inclusive.

(v) Non Playing Members - Person who has been Full Members but is no longer playing Members.  They are entitled to use the Club premises but are not entitled to play on the Course or use the practice facilities unless they have paid the necessary Green Fee.

(vi) Family Membership - Full Member parents and their children (who are Junior members) Juniors to be under age 18 on 1st January.

(b) Junior Members

Members aged under 18 as at 1st January in the qualifying year. Juniors age 18+ on 1st January are who move to a full members classification will be granted a graduated Subscription scale between ages 18 and 21 years.  To qualify the member must have been a Junior in each of the 3 years leading into the qualifying year.

(c) Honorary Members

Persons who have been admitted as Honorary Members in terms of the Constitution

15. Special Rules for payment of subscriptions etc.

(a) The Committee is entitled to make provision for a newly admitted Member to pay the entrance money and annual subscription by instalments at such rates and within such time scales as the Committee may decide from time to time.

(b) A person who is admitted as a playing Member after the 1st day of July is any year will be entitled to use the Club premises and play the course provided he:-


(1) pays the entrance money payable for that year, and


(2) purchases an interim membership ticket


The cost of an interim membership ticket will be at a rate to be agreed by the Committee from time to time.  The interim membership ticket will be valid for a maximum period of 4 months.  The holder of an interim membership ticket will not be entitled to enter competitions, introduce guests at concessionary rates or obtain a handicap.  On commencement of the immediately succeeding subscription year, the interim membership ticket holder will be liable for the full annual subscription for that year.

(c) If a member resigns and subsequently rejoins the Club within a period of 5 years from the date of his resignation, he will require to pay one half of the entrance money then payable.  If a Member resigns and subsequently rejoins the Club after a period of 5 years or more from the date of his resignation, he will require to pay the full entrance money then payable.

16. Members' and Visitors' Expenses

Members and Visitors shall defray whatever expenses they incur before leaving the Club premises.  No credit will be allowed.  Cheques will only be accepted if presented with a Bankers Card.

17. Temporary Members' and Visitors' Fees

The Committee will fix annually the fees to be paid by Temporary Members and Visitors playing on the Course and using the Clubhouse.  The Committee may introduce an advance booking fee for Visitors and may adjust fees during the playing season should the circumstances warrant.

18. Concession Rates

Members may introduce at Concession Rates each Season (from AGM to next AGM) 6 Playing Guests. The same Guest may not be introduced more than 3 times a month and a maximum of 6 times a Season by Members. It is the responsibility of the Member introducing such a Guest to ensure that full details are registered in the Record Book kept by the Club for that purpose. Any such Guest must be accompanied on the Course by the Member who has introduced him. Concession Tickets, at a price fixed by the Management Committee, are available to Members when the initial 6 tickets have been used – on the same terms and conditions as above.
Junior Member may only introduce with their Concession ticket Visitors under the age of 18 years.

19. Occupiers' Responsibility

The Club accepts no responsibility for loss of or damage to Members' or Guests' or Visitors' property, which may be within the Club premises.

20. Use of Notice Boards

No Notice, document or leaflet of any kind shall be placed on wall of the Clubhouse, nor shall any Notice, Official Announcement, Communication or such like already placed with approval be removed, except with the authority of the Committee or Office Manager.

21. Advertisement

 No advertising or marketing displays whatsoever shall be allowed on the Club property without the prior approval of the Committee or the Office Manager.

22. Lockers

Applications for lockers shall be made to the Office Manager in writing who shall enter the names of the applicants on a waiting list, from which the lockers will be allocated in the order in which the applicants were received. A locker rent, to be reviewed annually, will be charged.

23. Caddy Cars /Buggies

 Local Rules regarding the use and movement of Caddy Cars and Buggies must be strictly observed and Caddy Cars and Buggies must never be taken on to the Green or across any Tee. Special permission in writing from the Committee must be obtained by Members who wish to use their own Buggies. The use of Club Buggies will be at the discretion of the Office Manager.

24. Dogs

No dogs are allowed on the Course unless on a leash and no dogs may be taken on the Course when a competition is being held. Dogs are not allowed in the Clubhouse.

25. Mobile Telephones

(1) On the Course

Mobile telephones taken onto the Course should be switched off or in silent message receiving mode. If a player considers it necessary to make a call, this must be done discreetly and with absolutely no disturbance to any other player.

(2) In the Clubhouse

The use of mobile telephones is not permitted in the Clubhouse.

(3) Implementation of (1) and (2) above.

Any Member or member of staff of the Club has a duty to implement Rules 25 (1) and (2) as appropriate.

26. Golf Professional.

When a professional is retained by the Club, his terms and conditions of contract will be fixed by the Committee. He will always act in the best interests of the Club, and will carry efficiently and courteously the duties devolved upon him by the Committee. He may give golf tuition to Non-members and may hire golf equipment to Guests and to Visitors who have obtained tickets to play.

27. Caddies

The Committee will regulate the employment of Caddies on the Course and fix rate of their remuneration.

28. Staff Retirement   

Unless specifically excluded from the provisions of this rule by the Committee and written into the Contract of Employment of the Member of Staff or of the Employee, all Members of Staff and Employees shall retire on reaching the age of 65.

29. Dress Standard

The Office Manager will be responsible for ensuring that acceptable standards of dress are maintained by Members, Visitors and Guests on the Course and in the Clubhouse and will be responsible for the delegation of this responsibility to the Club Steward for the Clubhouse. 

30. Competition Rules Book

There will be available in the Clubhouse a Competition Rules Book giving details of the format and rules applicable to all Club Competitions, Open Competitions and Club Knockouts Competitions.

31. Breach of Rules

Any Member acting in contravention of the Rules and Committee Regulations shall render that Member liable to be dealt with under the provisions of the Constitution and a Member shall also be liable for any breach by that Member's Guest.
